            All competitors shall maintain a listening watch on either VHF channel 73 or 27mHz channel 94 for the duration of the race being sailed and while proceeding to and returning from the start/finish area.
            For the courses over 30nm all boats shall radio the committee vessel as soon as practical after rounding the designated marks with their position and expected finishing time.
A boat shall only make radio transmission as above.  This requirement also applies to mobile telephone communications, except for emergencies.
Each skipper has a responsibility to ensure all communications and safety equipment is up to date and in good working order.

I acknowledge and agree that:
In this Event application and declaration: “Club” means and includes the organising authority and: Yachting Victoria Incorporated of Suite 2 77 Beach Rd Sandringham 3191 and its directors, officers, members, servants or agents. "Claim" means and includes any action, proceeding, claim, demand, damage or expense however arising including but not limited to negligence but does not include a claim in respect of any action, suit etc made by any person entitled to compensation under a relevant Club insurance policy or under any right expressly conferred by the Club constitution.  If accepted I will be permitted to participate in the Event subject to my complying with the terms and conditions of the Event, this declaration and any reasonable direction issued by the Event organisers or their representatives.The Event rules & this declaration comprise a contract between me and the Club and are necessary and reasonable to promote and conduct the Event.  I also agree to abide by the rules and policies of Yachting Australia (copies of which are available from Yachting Australia), and be subject to the jurisdiction of Yachting Australia in relation to the application and enforcement of such rules and policies.
Warning:  Participation in the Event can be inherently dangerous.  I acknowledge that I am exposed to certain risks during my participation in the Event including, but not limited to, physical exertion and injury, bodily contact, falls, equipment failure and unpredictable weather conditions.  I acknowledge that accidents can and often do happen which may result in me being injured or even killed, or my property being damaged.  I have voluntarily read and understood this warning and accept and assume the inherent risks in participating in the Event.
WARNING UNDER THE FAIR TRADING ACT 1999

I have read, understood, acknowledge and agree to the above declaration including the warning, exclusion of implied terms, release and indemnity.  I warrant that all information provided in my Event application is true and correct. I acknowledge that this Event application declaration cannot be amended.  If I do amend it my application will be null and void.
