Starting Procedure – The start shall be controlled by the raising and lowering of flags, and may be accompanied by a sound signal.

Note – A yacht shall not cross the start line until five minutes after its engine is switched off.

There will be one start for divisions 1 & 2 and a start for the multi-hulls 15 minutes later or at the discretion of the OOD 
2.
Recalls

(a)
An individual recall shall be indicated by the Committee Boat raising code flag “X” and may be accompanied by a sound signal.

(b)
A general recall shall be indicated by the Committee Boat raising code flag “First Substitute” and may be accompanied by two sound signals.  The new start will be ten minutes after the previous start.  The onus of recrossing the start line rests with each yacht prematurely crossing the line.

3.
Time Limit – Time limits for races shall be 6 [six]  hours at the discretion of the officer of the day.
4.
Shortened Course:-
Code flag “S”will be displayed by the Committee Boat at any mark of the Course to lay the Finish Line.  Yachts crossing a line between the Committee Boat and a Mark of the Course will receive a sound signal indicating they have finished the Race.

5.
Signing On and Off – Shall be by radio to the Committee Boat, call sign ”Yaringa Race Control”  on Channel 77 VHF or Channel  94, 27Mhz.  Boats must sign on at least 10 minutes before race start to be eligible to start the race or at Yaringa Boat Harbour Office 1 ½ hours prior to the  start time.
6.
Listening Watch – Is to be maintained by all competing yachts on Marine Radio Ch.77 VHF, or Ch.94, 27Mhz from 1hr.prior to the Start Time, and for the duration of the race.
Competitors’ attention is drawn to the following: ‘The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone’.
